1947 – (Carnap) – Meaning & Necessity
The distinguished logician, Rudolf Carnap, develops in this book a new method of semantical meaning analysis. After giving a detailed critical discussion of the traditional method, according to which any expression of language (a word, a phrase, or a sentence) is regarded as a name of one unique entity (a thing, a property, a class, a relation, a proposition, a fact, etc.), Mr. Carnap concludes that the various forms of this method of the name-relation lead to numerous difficulties and complications.
He proposes a new approach which he calls the method of extension and intension. The meaning of any expression is analyzed into two meaning components, the intension, which is apprehended by the understanding of the expression, and the extension, which is determined by empirical investigation. As one important application of this new semantical method, Mr. Carnap lays the foundation of a new system of modal logic, that is, a theory of concepts like necessity and contingency, possibility and impossibility, which philosophers and logicians will find valuable in solving many puzzling problems. 2004 - (Muller) - Reputation, trust and the coordination of communities of practice
Through interaction with digital technologies for work, play, and communication, our pattern for intellectual development is being altered. The multiple intelligences theoretical framework developed by Gardner (1983) is easily employed to provide evidence that yet another intelligence, digital intelligence, has emerged. In our postmodern pluralistic global culture, the multiple intelligences theory has enjoyed success and has impacted teaching practice. By acknowledging the existence of a new digital intelligence and all of the implications this acknowledgement may create for education and communication, we increase our ability to develop effective strategies to accommodate this new intellectual style.
